Medication Forms

Medications must be in their original container with an expiration date; staff are not able to administer 
expired medication.  

If your child has medication needs during the school day, please remember:  

• All prescription medication forms need to be completed and signed by the doctor and 
parent/guardian; this includes self-carry medications. (Examples: EpiPens, inhalers)  

• All non-prescription (over the counter) forms need to be completed and signed by the 
parent/guardian. (Examples: pain relievers such as Tylenol or Motrin, Benadryl and sunscreen)
