	AMANDA’S BE THE CHANGE LEGACY – A one-time scholarship in the amount of $5,000 will be awarded to one or more graduating seniors who have been admitted to a two or four year college, trade school, or vocational school.

AMERICAN LEGION – Three $1000 scholarships will be awarded.  One is for the Bugler Award, one is to a MHS senior boy & one is to a MHS senior girl.  Selection will be based on financial need and post-secondary plans.  Special consideration will be given to students with a parent or grandparent who has been a member of the military or who participates in the American Legion.
